1. You should select your presentation topic based on your expertise and goals and on the needs of your target audience. Articulate what the needs of your target audience are and create an outcome goal that addresses those needs.

2. You will need to do some research on your topic so that you feel confident you can teach the class about it.  In workshops people often ask questions so it would be good if you can anticipate possible questions students might have and answer those.

what do I need to find out about my topic?

3. A workshop is hands-on, with participants who are engaged by doing, building, creating or learning a skill. For example, a workshop entitled "Overcoming Fear" might have participants stick their arms in a bear trap.

4. You have been asked to present a workshop to our ELA B30 class.  Create an outline for the flow of your presentation that will fit into the allotted time. Determine three to five key points for the audience to come away with. Starting with the learning points, flesh out the presentation from the beginning through to the summary points. Then go back through it several times to fine tune it.

5. Select visual aids for your presentation. These might include a slide show or PowerPoint presentation, a flip chart, a video, a demonstration, role play, items pulled from a grab bag, live animals, a game or contest, or even food or beverage, depending on your workshop topic. Ensure that the visual aids are clear and concise, can be seen from any point in the audience and do not contain mistakes or contradict one another. A visual aid should add to the presentation.

6. Practice the workshop on a test group that is willing to provide you with feedback.  Your family or a group of friends are good practice audiences because you feel comfortable speaking in front of them and they can offer valuable feedback.  You could also videotape the presentation for your own review.
